 ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER   09 - 02 

 

 

 WHEREAS, the state legislature passed P. A. 92-0829 which 

mandates the collection of DNA from certain qualifying 

individuals for submission to the Illinois Department of State 

Police (ISP); and, 

 

 WHEREAS the statute specifies that an analysis fee of $200 

be imposed on the individual whose DNA is collected pursuant to 

the Act, and all fees shall be collected by the Circuit Clerk and 

forwarded to the State Offender DNA Identification Fund for 

Deposit and that the Clerk may retain the amount of $10.00 from 

each collected analysis fee to offset administrative costs 

incurred in carrying out the Clerk’s responsibilities; and, 

 

 WHEREAS Public Act 92-0829 requires that all such specimens 

be collected in a medically approved manner. 

 

 WHEREAS Court Services is capable of administering 

compliance with the Act for defendants sentenced to probation or 

conditional discharge in the Sixteenth Judicial Circuit. 

 

 IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT: 

 

A. The Circuit Clerk shall receive and disperse any and 

all fees specified by the Public Act 92-0829. 

B. Court Services shall administer the taking of samples 

in Kendall County pursuant to 92-0829.
